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Texas Hold ‘Em Bonus
Rules of Play

1. Each player must make an initial wager on the Ante position. At this time, the player has the option to make an additional wager on the Bonus position.

2. After each player and the dealer have received two cards, there is a betting round. Each player now decides to stay in the game by betting an amount equal to his/her ante on the Flop spot, or by folding, losing all bets previously placed. The Turn and River bet must also equal that of the Ante if being wagered.
3. If the player wins, the player is paid even money on the Flop, Turn, and River bets with the Ante wager being paid even money on a STRAIGHT or better. The Ante wager is a push on winning hands lower than a STRAIGHT. If the dealer’s hand is higher, the dealer collects ALL of the player’s wagers. In the case of a tie, the Ante, Flop, Turn, and River bets are all pushed. 

4. The Bonus wager is paid according to the posted payment schedule on the table.

5. An exposed card for a player does not constitute a misdeal, however, if any of the dealer’s cards are exposed, this will constitute a misdeal for the entire table and all bets are voided. If a player’s card falls from the table, that player’s hand is dead. 

6. Players must speak English only while seated at the table.

7. Texas Hold ‘Em Bonus wagers may be placed in even dollar amounts only from $1-$5.
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
